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Including Height and Color Range

This bulletin, prepared for the home
gardener, will help you to select those
perennials and bulbous plants that pro-
vide a continuous display of bloom from
early spring until the killing frosts in au-
tumn. The list of perennials is limited to
those that are generally hardy in most
sections of New York State. An average
height is given so that persons unfamil-
iar with certain species will know
whether the plants are low growing and
belong in the foreground or are tall and
should be planted in the background.
The flowering period is based on aver-
age dates as observed for 10 years in
central New York State. These dates
may have to be adjusted for other areas
such as Long Istand where the season
is generally earlier or the Adirondack
area where the season is later. More-
over, in any area, early spring flowering
dates are approximate because they
depend on whether the season is an
early or late one. The sequence of
bloom will, however, be the same in any
part of the state.

Probably no one garden would in-
clude all the species listed. The smaller
the garden, the more the choice must
be limited to plants with an extended
period of bloom. If you are a beginner,
you may start with the seven so-called
backbone plants and have a continuous
flower display. These, in order of bloom,
are daffodils, tulips, iris, peonies, del-
phinium, perennial phlox, and hardy
chrysanthemums. To these you may add
others, as dictated by space and per-
sonal preference, as well as by time and
energy for maintenance.

New variants are introduced each
year. Many are much shorter than
standard types (phlox, delphinium,
chrysanthemum, etc.). Check the height
of the specific kind you seiect before
placing it in your garden.
